SERMON REFLECTIONS

1. What iswork? (See the lesson plan) Share with the group someone in your life that has been an incredible
worker. Why? What did you learn from him or her? Do you exhibit these same qualities? (2 Tim 3:16-17,
2Tim 2:21, 2 Thes 3:10)

2. Genesis 1 outlines Gods method of working. Read each of the qualities and discuss how they can be
applied to your work.

a. Say what you are going to do. (Hab 2:2, Gen 1:3, 1:6, 1:9, 1:11, Prov 16:3, Prov 15:22)
b. Do what you said you would do unto completion. (Prov 14:4, Gen 1:4, 1:7, 1:10, 1:12)
c. Review your work unto satisfaction. (Prov 12:27)

3. InProverbs6:6-11, Solomon discusses the ant and its work ethic. Here are some things to discuss
concerning work ethic, etc.

a. AsChristians, we need to have a better work ethic than those in the world since we are working as
unto the Lord. How does your work ethic need to change? (Neh 4:6, Ps 101:3)

b. When God gives you atask, you have to be diligent to complete it. What is the definition of
diligence? Who do you know that has been a diligent worker? (Prov 10:4, 2 Cor 8:22)

c. You never see an ant sitting around talking, what about you?
