The Cities of Refuge, like Jesus, were lights on a hill.

a. Kedesh – “holy,” so Jesus is our city of refuge. Hebrew 7:26

b. Shechem – “shoulder,” the government is upon Jesus’ shoulder, Isaiah 9:6 now 

    called Nablous. 

c. Hebron – “fellowship,” so Christ is to us, 1 Corinthians 1:9 now called El-Khalil 

d. Bezer – “fortress,” Jesus is our fortress. Isaiah 26:1

e. Ramoth Gilead –  “high,” “heights of Gilead,” so Christ is to us. Acts 5:31 

f. Golan, Jaulan – “joy;” Jesus is our joy. Romans 5:11
