SERMON REFLECTIONS   
  

Think of someone that you need to forgive.  This does not mean that you have to like them, or that you approve 
of what they did...but that you are forgiving them as God has forgiven you (1 John 1:9, Psalm 86:5).  You 
want God to forgive you for ALL of the sins that you commit, but are you willing to forgive others for all of 
the sins they commit against you?  (Matthew 6:14-15, Mark 11:25-26)  What are some reasons (excuses) you 
have for not forgiving this person?  Are any of these reasons “legitimate”?  (Luke 6:37) 

 

CLOSER WALK 
Did Cornelius and his family respond to an 'altar call' in Acts 10?  See Romans 10:9-10.  What do you learn 
from this?  When did they get saved?  Does one have to 'come forward' to be saved?  In light of Acts 10:28 and 
9:1-2, is anyone in your life outside the possibility of coming to faith?

1. Did the disciples stop the children from coming to Jesus?

PEBBLES PATHWAY – Elementary “The Test of the Covenant” 
Memory Verse “By faith Abraham, when he was tested, offered up Isaac.”  Hebrews 11:17 

1. How did God give Abraham and Sarah a son? 
2. Where did the Samaritan take the Israelite?
